In order to be accepted for this project we want you to know that we will be using DotNetNuke software.  We do this to provide you with a system that you will be able to maintain easily after our delivery and training on it to you.  This software is free.  You must also agree to use internet service provider to host your website.  This server must be able to accommodate DotNetNuke and .asp software and not php.  If you are not sure of this, then ask me about it.  It will cost about $10.00 – 15.00 per month after we transfer it to your site.  This is a normal cost for web services.  You must also have your own web internet address.  If you do not have one, you will need to purchase it for a cost and this can normally be done directly through the webhost provider.  TCU will build the websites on university paid for hosts but they cannot remain there after the end of the semester.  Your website will be delivered to you in early December.
Additionally, the students use what would be considered interfaces (how it looks on the screen to customers) and they cost between $75.00-$125.00.  This is a one-time purchase.  

Below is a list of specific areas that are required to be on your website in order to be accepted for this project.  After each item listed please explain how this fits with your desires for your website.  Preference will be given to websites that are new or need to be totally revised and substantially enhanced.  In order for your organization to qualify for this TCU team project your website must minimally require the following features:



	1. Organization information (such as location, history, officers, etc.) – Please list here.
2. A database (such as a list of volunteers that is to be accessed over the web, a list of phone numbers or some appropriate use of a database). What would you like in a database?
3. Use of graphics with consistency in design for all pages. How would you like graphics to be used on your website?
4. Use of menus and site indexes.  What do you want on the menus/indexes?  Do you know at this point? What kinds of navigation (links) would you like on your website?
5. Ability to host the website on your server or a non-TCU server following the completion of the project. This server must accept databases and use asp.net as the software language.  We will not work on sites that require php.  If you have a current server using php the only way we will accept your site is if you are willing to switch to a host that will accommodate asp.net software.  We will give first preference to those organizations who are willing to use WebHost4Life or GoDaddy for hosting their website.  If it is not one of these then to answer this question you will need to contact the organization technical person of the server where the website resides if you have a current website.  If you don’t have one, then you should be able to have your website on a hosting site that is inexpensive and will accommodate asp programming language.  Please place an X at the beginning of the line that answers this question. We will help you figure this out.
